· Failure on the part of the bidder to agree to the above corrections will result in rejection of his offer and forfeiture of his bid security.

The Purchaser reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders or any obligation to inform the affected bidder or bidders.

Prior to the expiration of the period of bid validity, the Purchaser will notify the Successful Bidder in writing by registered letter or by cable, to be confirmed in writing by registered letter, that its bid has been accepted.

Particulars of site location and nearest rail heads to which the equipments / material have to be supplied will be given to successful Bidders.

Delivery:

Delivery period will be reckoned from the date of signing of the contract.  The delivery quoted will be firm, definite, unconditional and on the basis of receipt of materials at destination in good condition without any bearing on the procurement of raw materials or any similar prerequisites.  The commencement date and date of delivery will be indicted. The preferred delivery time, which is the essence of this specification, is indicated in the schedule.  Final deliveries are however, subject to confirmation at the time of Contract.  Delay in delivery of materials FADS – (Free At Destination Store) due to non-availability of railway booking, non-allotment of wagons and any such reasons will not be considered.  It is the responsibility of the supplier to make alternative arrangements for transporting the materials by road or rail so as to see that the material reaches the destination within the stipulated period.  The Purchaser reserves its right to defer the delivery date at any time after orders are placed without any change in the conclusion of contract other conditions supply. 44.     Inspections and Tests 

(i)  The supplier will keep the Purchaser informed in advance of the time of the   starting and the progress of manufacture of equipment in its various stages so that arrangement could be made for inspection. The accredited representative of the APCPDCL will have access to the supplier’s or his subcontractor’s work at any time during working hours for the purpose of inspecting the materials during manufacturing of the materials / equipment and testing and may select test samples from the materials going into plant and equipment.  The supplier will provide the facilities for testing such samples at any time including access to drawings and production data at no charge to Purchaser.  As soon as the materials are ready the supplier will duly send intimation to APCPDCL by Regd. Post and carry out the tests in the presence of representative of the APCPDCL.

The APCPDCL may at its option get the materials inspected by the third party if it feels necessary and all inspection charges in this connection will be borne by the APCPDCL. In case of material, not of acceptable quality or not conforming to the specification, the materials will be rejected. The material has to be re-offered for inspection. In such a case the 2nd inspection charges are to suppliers account. In case the materials are rejected in the 2nd inspection also, the APCPDCL reserves the right to cancel the order.
(iii)   The dispatches will be affected only if the test results comply with the specification.  The dispatches will be made only after the inspection by the APCPDCL Officer is completed to the APCPDCL satisfaction or such inspection is waived by the competent authority.

(iv)  The acceptance of any quantity of materials will in no way relieve the supplier of its responsibility for meeting all the requirements of this specification and will not prevent subsequent rejection if such materials are later found to be defective.

The meter casing should not change in shape, colour, size, and dimensions when subjected to 200 hrs on UV test as per ASTMD 53. It should withstand 650 deg. C. glow wire test and heat deflection test as per ISO 75.

The meter cover should be sealable to the meter base with at least 2 nos. seals.

	The meter should be supplied with a transparent extended terminal block cover (ETBC). The ETBC should not be easily detachable from the base and be secured to the base using a hinging arrangement. 	The meter should be capable of providing phase to neutral protection up to         440V for 10 minutes.



	12.8
	The manner of fixing the cables to the terminal block should ensure adequate and durable contact such that there is no risk of loosening or undue heating. Meter should have 2 screws in each terminal for effective clamping of cables. The screws shall not have pointed ends at the end of the thread. Screw connections transmitting contact force and screw fixing which may be loosened and tightened several times during the life of the meter should be such that the risk of corrosion resulting from contact with any other metal part is minimized. Electrical connections should be so designed that contact pressure is not transmitted through insulating material. All terminals and connecting screws and washers should be of tinned / nickel plated brass material.

The terminals should be capable of withstanding a current of 150% of Imax for two hours, continuously.

	The meter should be compact in design. The entire construction should be capable of withstanding stresses likely to occur in actual service and rough handling during transportation. The meter should be convenient to transport and immune to shock and vibration during transportation and handling.
