The paper mills / waste paper dealers who intend to recycle waste paper, only are 
allowed to participate in the tender for purchasing waste paper from APCPDCL.
2.
The successful tenderer shall have to furnish an undertaking to the effect that the 
materials purchased will be directly put into digesture for pulping and deviation detected 
later shall entail action as per law.
3(a)The tenderers are requested to submit attested copy of valid VAT, TIN clearance 
certificate

and PAN card along with the tender.
3(b)The tenderers are also required to submit attested photo copy of the registration 
certificate of D.I.C. (District Industries Centre) or P.M.I. (Positive Material Indentification) 
Industries Dept. Ctc. along with the tender.

Bid Security :
The Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, a Bid Security in the amount of 2% of the Total quoted value of the bid. The Seller reserves the right to accept or reject any bid, and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to contract award, without thereby incurring any liability to the affected Bidder or Bidders or any obligation to inform the affected bidder or bidders.

Notification of Award

Such persons shall be entitled to proceed from the state at which it was left by the predecessor. The award of Arbitrator shall be final and binding on the parties of this agreement.
