INVITATION FOR EXPRESSION OF INTEREST

Provision of Management Consultancy Services for JICA Funded Andhra Pradesh Rural High Voltage Distribution Project
1. The Government of India has applied for an ODA Loan from Japan International Cooperation Agency (here in after referred to as “JICA”) towards the cost of Andhra Pradesh Rural High Voltage Distribution System Project, (the “Project”). Central Power Distribution Company Ltd. (hereinafter called “CPDCL”), on behalf of itself, Northern Power Distribution Company Ltd. (hereinafter called “NPDCL”) and Southern Power Distribution Company Ltd. (hereinafter called  “SPDCL”) of Andhra Pradesh (collectively known as “APDISCOMs”), intends to employ a firm of consultants for the contract to assist with the management and supervision of the implementation of the Project.  The cost of the Consultancy Services will be financed out of the proceeds of the local currency element of the ODA loan extended for the project by JICA and the consultants to be employed will be selected in accordance with the Guidelines for the Employment of Consultants under JICA ODA Loans.

2. The objective of the Project is to facilitate the reliability and quality of power supply to agricultural services and the reduction of distribution losses by converting to High Voltage Distribution Systems in rural area of the State of Andhra Pradesh, thereby contributing to securing the stable energy supply in the state and improving the efficiency of agricultural production as well as the living standard of the rural population.
The approximate duration of the project implementation shall be up to the year 2015.
3. The scope of work for the Consultancy Services shall include:

· Assisting the PMU/APTRANSCO and PMU/APDISCOMs in monitoring and supervision of the Project under the supervision of the Project Director.
· Providing technical assistance and advice to the PMUs in:

· Supervision of Construction Works, including inspection of material and equipment to site; supervision of the quality of construction of the works and installation of the equipment; review of the contractors’ safety and environmental protection plans; measurement and provision of required certification of works undertaken; review/certification of justification for variation orders; facilitation of takeover and commissioning of investments

· Project Management, including monitoring of work schedule; risk identification and management; introduction of corrective measures in case of Project time lags or cost overruns; financial management
· Social Development and Monitoring, including collection of social baseline data; implementation of energy conservation education (if required).
4. The estimated total duration of the consultancy assignment is three years and three months, comprising an estimate of 39 man months for a local Team Leader\Distribution Engineer and 39 man months each for two local Distribution Engineers.  The PMU invites eligible entities to indicate their interest in providing the above consultancy services.  This invitation is open to all countries including India. International Consultants can form a joint venture with local consultants, if required, to ensure they have the necessary local experience and resources to deliver the required services.

5. The following eligibility/qualification criteria will be used to shortlist the consultants:
a. The applicants may be an independent firm, a joint venture or a consortium.

b. The EOI must clearly state whether the legal status of the organization providing the EOI and in the case of a joint venture who is the “Lead Partner”. The Lead partner must possess experience in quality management of power distribution projects and their experience and technical expertise in areas relating to this project and institutional and capacity building, etc.

c. The entity should have experience in projects of comparable size, complexity, and technical specialty in India.

d. Experience in project management of HVDS works is preferred. 

e. Experience of donor funded projects and working for reputable regional/international organizations (multilateral & bilateral).
6. Firms interested in being short listed must reply in writing detailing their technical capabilities by providing the following information, which will be used  to shortlist the consultants:

a. List of similar assignments completed successfully, with brief project description, relevancy, information of cost of the services, cost of project, employer and funding agency

b. List of similar assignments in progress with brief project description, relevancy, information of cost of the services, cost of project, employer and funding agency

c. Company profile and a list of relevant skills with the staff and indicative two page Curriculum Vitae

d. Project delivery capability in India and experience of donor funded projects;

e. Company registration certificate(s) and document(s)
f. Latest Annual Report and audited accounts

g. Document/s clearly showing the last three (3) year annual turnover figures

h. Eligibility statement. 

All the above documents/certificates for the firm/joint venture/consortium partners must be submitted in the EOI.
Only eligible firms having the required qualifications shall be considered for short listing. Only the shortlisted firms or associations shall be invited to submit their detailed proposals for the consulting services. The evaluation of the detailed proposals shall be carried out using the Quality and Cost Based Selection method.
Consulting firms barred from participating in any project funded by the Government of India or any other international donor (i.e. JICA, World Bank, ADB, DFID, etc.) on the date of submission of their EOIs, will not be eligible to participate in this opportunity. A declaration to that effect must be furnished by the applicants.
7. The complete proposal indicating the firm’s interest in taking up the assignment with all relevant information as above with copies of relevant documents for verification and full contact address shall be submitted in two hard copies and 1 soft copy at the address mentioned below on or before 27-06-2011 by 12.00 hrs.
8. No application shall be accepted\opened after the deadline stated above.
9. The Expression of Interest shall be submitted in a sealed cover marked “Expression of Interest for Consultancy Services for Andhra Pradesh Rural High Voltage Distribution Project.”
10. The PMU shall examine the EOIs and assess them to determine a short list of consultants who will be invited to submit proposals. The PMU reserves the right to accept or reject any or all of the EOIs without assigning any reason whatsoever.
